Our Ministry Plan 
 

 
 This past year FBC Frisco experienced a firstτwe broke the 

800 barrier! Of all of the church starts in America only 1% of the 

churches move beyond 800 people in attendance! We must be 

aware of some of the unique characteristics of this size of 

congregation. We must focus on the various life stages and develop 

specialized methods to reach those BEYOND US. Often 

congregations who reach this milestone show early signs of a 

maintenance mentality. Additional characteristics include the staff 

developing a team mindset united behind a common vision, the 

Sunday morning Bible Study organization developing a growth

 As you read this booklet you will recognize that our church 

has begun to respond to some of these characteristics and are 

strategically planning to meet the others as we prepare to go 

BEYOND US! During the spring of 2010, we launched four new adult 

classes. Three of these classes focused on the life stage of Parents of 

Preschool. The fourth is a class just for the young married without 

children. The median age of Frisco is 31 and the median age of our 

church is 32. The life stage with the greatest opportunity for going 

BEYOND US is Parents of Preschool. We have developed a specific 

division that will focus on the unique needs of this life stage and they 

are now meeting in the gym at 9:30 a.m. each Sunday. We anticipate 

beginning 10-12 more adult classes in other life stages during the 

year. Moving the adult classes to partitions on the gym floor enables 

us to provide room for other classes on the second floor as well as

In May we added another worship service and 

Bible Study hour, this adjustment will allow us to double our space 

for children. As student ministry continues to grow, we are adding 

new classes every year with the number of students attending Bible 

Study and special events increase each year. This year Frisco ISD will 

be adding one more high school and three middle schools. We must 

provide for this life stage as well. Currently, our Building and 

Grounds Ministry Team is studying how to relocate our offices from 

the south building to our houses. This move will enable us to provide 

six more classrooms for students on Sunday and with some 

reconfiguring of current student space we will be able to reach 

BEYOND US for the next several years! In a few weeks our church 

family will hear a proposal from our Expansion Team on a new 

buildingτthis expansion will be another demonstration that we 

realize that it is not just about us, but it is BEYOND US!  
 

 The next few pages will tell the story for 2010-11τhow we 

will equip our people to go BEYOND US and the ministries that reach 

BEYOND US!

Preschool Ministry 
 

 This area of our ministry plan is responsible for the 
development of preschoolers birth to 4 years of age. The focus 
of our preschool ministry is to provide a safe and secure 
environment as we teach biblical foundational concepts that 
preschoolers will be able to build upon as they grow. One of the 
most important concepts that we teach is love. As they mature 
they will grow to understand that God loves them and sent His 
Son, Jesus to save us! Currently, we are reaching and teaching 
125-150 preschoolers each Sunday morning. The largest budget 
allocation in this ministry area is childcare for many of the 
programs and ministries. In addition, we provide partial support 
to MOPs, Mothers of Preschoolers, which is a mentoring and 
Bible Study ministry to preschool mothers in our church and 
BEYOND US! In the fall our church will renew our ministry to 
preschoolers on Wednesday evening with Cubbies!
